Cilj je
vatrogascima omoguciti sigurno izvodenje intervencija na hibridnim
i elektricnim osobnim vozilima, $to ukljucuje propisivanje odredenih
postupaka i na tramvajima, autobusima, kamionima, vlakovima i zra-
koplovima.
